To the information of authors of Natural Science Series of «Vestnik of Samara State University»

The journal «Vestnik of Samara State University» is published from 1995 and is regular scientific edition published by Samara State University in order to develop scientific and research activity, to support leading scientific schools and to prepare specialists of high qualification. Journal is issued both in written and in electronic form. The electronic version of the journal is situated on the site of Samara State University at the address http://www.ssu.samara.ru/~vestnik/
The journal is included by the Higher Attestation Commission (VAK) in the list of leading scientific publications, published in the Russian Federation, where basic scientific results of doctoral theses should be published (The Bulletin of Higher Attestation Committee of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation, 2003, №2). 
In the Natural Science Series of the journal «Vestnik of Samara State University» original scientific results from different fields of natural science, not published earlier and not presented to publication in other editions are published. Every year three regular issues of the journal are published and as necessary special editions may be published.  

The work presented in the journal should be finished scientific research and contain new scientific results. The articles should be signed by all the authors that means their agreement on the transfer of all the rights to the distribution of works by means of printing and electronic means of information to the Samara State University and publishing house of «Samara University». The articles can be written on Russian and English languages, at that authors should make highest demands to the conveyance and language. Articles of review character, reviews on the scientific monographs are written, as a rule, at the instance of the editorial board of the journal. All presented works the editorial staff of the journal sends on the reviewing. The solution on publishing the article is taken by the editorial board on the basis of the review. The authors are recommended to learn the rules of preparing the articles before sending it to the editorial staff. Works written not according to the rules will not be viewed by the editorial board. 

Editorial staff asks authors to follow the following rules and recommendations:

1) The article is presented by the author in two variants: printed (size A4) and electronic one (on the floppy disk). The electronic variant should strictly correspond to the written one. 

2) The article should contain: title of the article, list of authors of the article, presented in alphabetical order, with the indication of place of work, position and e-mail of each of the authors; short abstract (volume up to 500 symbols), which is given before the main text; the main text which is recommended to be divided into subsections for comfort reading of the work; conclusion with short characteristics of basic obtained results; title of the article in English with the indication of all the authors, short abstract in English. The title of the article should sufficiently reflect its content and be as far as possible short. The inclusion of formulae in the title of article and text of short abstract is not permitted. 

3) The article should be supplied with the U.D.C. 

4) The volume of the article should not exceed 25 pages of typescript and be illustrated by not more than 5 figures and 5 tables. Coordinating typesize dimension is 11 points. Publication of works that doesn’t correspond to these restrictions is possible only after special decision of the editorial board of the journal 
5) Captions to pictures should be placed under pictures and contain their short description and if possible explanation of the used symbols and shorthands. 

6) The indicator of the table should be placed at the right top of the table. The title of the table (as well as the table itself) should be centered along the width of the main text. 

7) Numeration of figures and tables should be through along the text of the article. It is not allowed to place in the text figures and tables before the appearance of reference on them in the text of the article. 

8) The text of the article should be prepared by means of publishing system of LATEX2ε with the help of the style samgu.cls. Style samgu.cls and examples of designing of articles can be found on the site of Samara State University (address is pointed above). The usage of other realizations of Tex is extremely undesirable. Preparing of electronic variant of the article with the help of other means should be coordinated with the editorial staff in advance. Supporting material (figures, tables, diagrams) is prepared by the standard means of LATEX2ε. Figures may also be prepared in any graphics editor and presented in the form of EPS. Electronic presentations of photos are allowed only in the form of EPS or TIFF with resolution not less than 600 dpi. In case of using non-standard style files the author must present the editorial staff necessary style files. Change of standard style files is forbidden. 

9) At preparing the electronic variant of the article it is necessary to take into consideration the following recommendations: 

а) at typesetting of the article it is necessary to distinguish the following punctuation marks and check sequences that correspond to them: single hyphen  (“-”), double hyphen (“–”)
 and triple hyphen (“––”)
. Single hyphen is used in compound words; double hyphen is recommended for the indication of the number range, and “double” family names; triple hyphen means dash; 

б) use of only back quotes (“) is acceptable by means of check sequence \textquotedblright; 

в) finding of two or more closing or opening brackets of one type is not acceptable. It is recommended to be careful with the balance of brackets; 
г) use of the following commands of switching types: \rm, \it, \sl and standard types of the family AMS with the use of the following commands of switching types \mathbf, \mathcal, \mathfrak is allowed. The use of other types should be coordinated with the editorial staff in advance; 

д) on the diagrams the network (it is desirable to be square) with the indication of graduations should be marked. The recommended size of figures is 11-15 cm across and 5-15 cm along the vertical line. It is necessary to keep an eye on the exact fit of symbols in the text and in the figures and on the resemblance of types. Captions, blocking figures should be replaced by numbers or letterings and included in the picture captions. Picture captions themselves should be as short as possible. Editorial staff reserves the right to demand from the author more qualitative fulfillment of graphic matter;

е) for mathematical notations standard and the most simple symbols are recommended to be used. It is not recommended to use indices from the letters of Russian alphabet. Vectors and tensors are performed in bold type.

Instead of similar iterative blocks in formulae it is recommended to use their contracted notations. 

ж) at numbering of formulae the editorial staff asks to use the base-ten system. Double numbering is recommended: the first number – number of section of an article, the second number after point – number of formulae inside the section. Number should be put to the right of the formula. You shouldn’t number formulae that don’t have references in the text. 

з) theorems, lemma, examples, statements etc. are performed using the ordinary font; their headings are given in the bold type;

и)  list of references is composed according to the proper order of citing and is situated in the end of the article and should be made in accordance with the GOST 7.1 – 2003. “Bibliographic record. General requirements and laws of compilation” (accepted in 2004.07.01). For books the following information is given: family names and initial letters of authors, full title of the book, publishing house, year of publishing and number of pages; for articles in the collected books and journals – family names and initial letters of authors, full title of the article, title of the journal (collected book) fully or if it has standardized abbreviation, shortly, full information about the publication (series, volume, number, issue, year), numbers of the initial and final number of article;              
к) References on foreign sources (including translated into Russian language articles and books) are given strictly on the language of original and are accompanied in case of translation into Russian language by the indication of title and date-line of translation.

Citation is carried out by means of the command \cite with the corresponding mark. References on not published work are forbidden. 
Non-fulfillment by the authors of the above-listed rules can involve delay with the publication of the work. 
In the journal the indication of the date of entry of the article in the editorial office is given. In case of substantial remaking of the article the date of acceptance by the editorial staff of finite text is pointed out. The request of the editorial staff about rendering of the article doesn’t mean that the article is accepted for publication, after rendering the article will again be viewed by the editorial board of the journal. 
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
